A. Employee Health care
The financial information concerning employee health care was discussed.  Currently, the monthly bill for health care is $22,018.00.  It is anticipated that there will be an increase of about $2900 in the monthly premium.  It was agreed that the Fire Department would pay 90% of the insurance and the employee would pay 10% by adopting the annual exemption option.  It was also agreed that the $3,400.00 deductible would be paid by the Fire Department.

RESOLUTION 2025-1209.01
  
WHEREAS, 2011 Public Act 152 (the “Act”) was passed by the State Legislature and signed by the Governor on September 24, 2011.
WHEREAS, the Act contains three options for complying with the requirement of the Act.
WHEREAS, the three options are as follows:
1) Section 3 – “Hard Cap” Option – limits a public employer’s total annual health care costs for employees based on coverage levels, as defined in the Act.
2) Section 4 – “80%/20%” Option – limits a public employer’s share of total annual health care costs to not more than 80%.  This option requires an annual majority vote of the Suttons Bay/Bingham Fire and Rescue Authority.
3) Section 8 – “Exemption” Option – a local unit of government, as defined in the Act, may exempt itself from the requirements of the Act by an annual 2/3 vote of the Suttons Bay/Bingham Fire and Rescue Authority.
WHEREAS, the Suttons Bay/Bingham Fire and Rescue Authority has decided to adopt the annual Exemption option as its choice of compliance under the Act.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Suttons Bay/Bingham Fire and Rescue Authority of Suttons Bay and Bingham Townships elects to comply with the requirements of 2011 Public Act 152, the Publicly Funded Health Insurance Contribution Act, by adopting the annual Exemption option for the medical benefit plan coverage from January 1, 2026 to December 31, 2026.
